*** MINOR PLANET REPORT NAMING STANDARDS ***

Effective April 2013, minor planet occultation report forms should be named according to the standards below.  This makes it easier for us to catalogue results and to ensure that all the files pertaining to an event end up in the right place.  

Please ensure that ALL files associated with an event (.xls, .lc, .png, .gif, .jpg, .csv, etc) conform to the following naming standards (including the underscores “_” where indicated):
<YYYYMMDD>_<MP#>_<MPName>_<StarCat>_<Star#><+/­><ObserverName>_<St#>_<Ev#>_<Comment>.<FileExtension>
where:
<YYYYMMDD> 
= the year using all four digits, month and day

<MP#> 

= the asteroid's number

<MPName> 

= the asteroid's name

<StarCat> 

= the star's catalog (e.g. 'TYC', 'HIP', 'UCAC4')

<Star#> 

= the star's number in the catalog in the appropriate format

<+/­> 


= a positive (+) or negative (­) event (Note: Not <+/_>)

<ObserverName>
= name(s) of the observer(s)

<St#> 


= Observing site 1, 2, or 3 etc for one observer using multiple sites;
may be omitted if not applicable.

<Ev#> 

= Event number, for use with double stars, binary asteroids, etc;
may be omitted if not applicable.

<Comment> 

= Anything about the observation that needs to be especially flagged

<FileExtension> 
= .xls, .lc, .csv, .jpg, .gif, .png etc

The most recent version of OccultWatcher does include the asteroid number/name in its report template, although without the underscore between them. 

NOTE: Please always fill out a report form, even if you did not see an event. Your negative

observation could be crucial in determining where the event did occur. Reports should, where
